The year ending 2009 has been a turbulent one globally. Sri Lanka is now free from war 
and strife. The appeals received are for those in various camps still being confined, due to 
problems unresolved by all concerned involved with the IDP’s. 

From the outbreak of the war and the involvement of the International community and 
%GO’s working towards the safety of the displaced persons herded into camps, Child Aid Lanka 
has lobbied DFID and sent Leslie Middleton Weaver the CAL Vice President to Colombo in 
September and October, to form a consortium with the Rotary Club of Colombo and the 
Methodist Rehabilitation Services .To help orphaned, and children abandoned or who have lost 
limbs to be supported, when they are released from the camps, and camps dismantled as promised 
by the Government of SL.  

Since the beginning of this year, CAL committee have met consultants in the Carbon 
%eutral – Carbon Offset project to collaborate as a unit on funds raised by carbon offsetting, by 
large companies. CAL has been selected as the sole beneficiary of the funds they raise to help 
disadvantaged children in remote parts of Sri Lanka, and those in institutions disadvantaged and 
lack the supply of electricity, to be funded by Carbon Trust taxes levied on organisations with 
large emission of CO2.Once this project is finalised and an MOU agreed between us on how to 
manage and the policies to be carried out, CAL expects to be able to help fund Solar Panels, 
Wind turbines whichever is appropriate and economical through the funds raised by the 
consortium.  

Child Aid Lanka had funded a Boy’s Home in Thirrukkovil with Solar Panels as their 
first effort. The children in this home have twenty four hours seven days a week, electricity 
provided by theses panels. The children even carry out the maintenance instructed by Environ 
Energy, by keeping the panels wiped clean. The Company is responsible for the maintenance of 
the other equipment that they have installed. A study of suppliers of renewable energy already 
available in Sri Lanka will be carried out by advisers to CAL on the subject. They will be carried 
out as soon as funds are made available to selected institutions in disadvantaged parts of the 
Island.
